Using a Search Engine to find  Internet Destinations, Products or People
Conditions:  Whereas we don’t always know where to find something, we use Search engines as “information Brokers” to list matching results to a search criteria.
   1)    Go to any search engine as follows:

a) Either click on the “favorite” menu at the top of the Internet Explorer window, then select a search engine from the list that appears. (e.g. www.lycos.com or www.google.com)

b) Simply click in the white address bar at the top and type in the address you want to go to press enter then . (e.g. www.lycos.com)

2) Use the “White Bar” in the center of the page to type your query into and then press the appropriate action button next to the white bar.  This button is usually titled “Search.”

3) Wait a few seconds as the search criteria is compared to known web pages.  
4) When the list appears, you must scroll through the listings to find the one that best suits your needs.  If you reach the bottom of a page, look for numbers or buttons that would suggest that you can advance to the next page(s) of listings.
5) Look For the first few words of any listing to be underlined.  This is your “Link” to get more detailed info from that site.

6) Once you go to the site for the link that you pressed, remember that you can back up a page r two by clicking on the Back arrow “<” up top to return to the listings.  In this fashion if you go on a wild goose chase, you can easily return to your search and try again.
